	Literacy Skill:
Activity: Reading  
[image: ]Remember to share a story each day.
By revisiting their favourite stories it builds memory and confidence.



	Maths Skill: Number Formation
Activity: Practice writing the number one. 
 Always start at the top of the number.   Find fun ways to write it.  
e.g. condensation on the window, shaving foam on bathroom tiles, or just simply with crayons on paper.  (you can use Gloop, too!)
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	Literacy Skill: Letters and Sounds
[image: ]Activity: In readiness for learning letters sounds, children have to be able to listen to, hear and distinguish what sounds are around them.  Do they hear different sounds at different times of the day? Try going on a Sound Walk…





	[bookmark: _Hlk34896745]Maths Skill: Measures
Activity: Find a small container e.g. aerosol can lid, yoghurt pot.  Encourage your child to find as many things to put in.  What things will not fit?  Why?  Use words such as small/little, big/large
Can they sort what fitted and what did not?  
It may look like this…
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	Literacy Skill: Mark-making and writing
Activity: 
[image: ]Encourage your child to make marks, patterns and letters in dry foods e.g. flour, lentils, rice placed in a shallow tray or lid.  When they’re done, give it a shake and make something new.





	Maths Skill: Counting
Activity:    Saying and singing, counting and number songs are so important for childrens understanding of number.  There are plenty of counting songs and rhymes available.  Search Youtube for some lovely examples.

	Literacy Skill: Listening Skills
Activity:
Red Light, Green Light
This game is great for listening skills and to get your child moving.
How to play:
You can play the game indoors or outdoors.  Take turns to move e.g dance, by saying “Go!”, and then say “Stop!” to freeze.  If you’re child’s listening skills are more advanced give directions such as “jump up and down until I say stop”
